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Aim of the project “Cash for Reinstallation”

· The Swiss Agency for Development and Cooperation (SDC) implemented the Cash for Reinstallation Programme (CfR) as a support programme for the victims of the summer 2002 floods in the Adygeya Republic.

· SDC/CfR aimed to contribute towards the rehabilitation efforts of the victims with a cash amount. This support has to be seen as an act of Swiss solidarity with the victims of the last years disaster.

Implementation and results of the project

The CfR programme was carried out by SDC in close cooperation with the Adygeyan Republic’s administration, with the Ministry of Economical Development and Trade and with the Post Management of Adygeya Republic.

· The Beneficiary Lists of entitled households were elaborated on the base of lists that had been used by the MINEC and EMERCOM. The lists were updated by SDC together with the concerned rayon and settlement administrations. The final beneficiary lists were approved by both the rayon administrations and republican administration. As a result, 4757 beneficiaries (households) in five rayons (Krasnogwardeisky, Koschechablsky, Maykopsky, Schowgenowsky and Maykop town) were registered.

· The SDC/CfR contribution was designed as a one-fold lump sum payment to those individuals listed on the beneficiary list. The amount of RUR 9’000 was paid to each beneficiary.

· The payments were jointly announced by the three involved parties, Republican Administration, Post Office and SDC. A total of 4718 beneficiairies (99.20% of all enlisted beneficiaries) received the contribution. The payment period lasted five weeks.

· The payment was carried out by the Postal Service of the Republic of Adygeya. A total of 26 post office branches were involved.

· SDC carried out an evaluation about the beneficiary’s use of the compensation. 462 beneficiaries, i.e. 10 % of all beneficiaries were interviewed. It turned out that 64% of the compensations were used for house repair and furnishing, 8% for food, 6% for kitchen garden, 4% for clothes, 4 % for repayment of debts, 1% for education and 13% for different purposes, (mostly medicine).

· With the closing down of the SDC office Maykop, SDC will hand over six computer sets to involved settlement administrations. This contribution is a support for some of the settlements who were directly working in the CfR project and are in need of electronic equipment.

SDC would like to emphasize that the CfR project was implemented and executed in close and excellent cooperation with the Republican administration and the Post office management as partners. Equally, an intensive and excellent cooperation with these partners took place on rayon and settlement levels. SDC thanks to all involved authorities as well as all involved Post officials for their cooperation, support and services. SDC wishes all the best for the future of the people of the Republic of Adygeya.
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
