 ABOUT

 PAYMENT OF FINANCIAL AID, PROVIDED BY 

THE GOVERNMENT OF SWITZERLAND 

Concluded on 12 February, 2003 between:

The State Establishment- Management of the Federal Postal Services of the Republic of Adygeya (MFPS-RA), represented by its Head Kolodchenko Aleksandra Grigoryevna
and

The Swiss Agency for Development and Cooperation (SDC), represented by the Project Manager in Adygea Republic, Carlos Marbach (diplomatic passport № 0041861)
Agreement subject:

This contract is aimed to make a one-fold payment of compensation by the SE-MFPS-RA to the flood victims  of summer 2002 in Adygeya Republic according to the information from SDC, based on the SDC beneficiary lists . 

The SE-MFPS-RA undertakes the payments at the local post-office branches, if there are not other special instructions written by a beneficiary. 

Article 1

The SE-MFPS-RA shall make payment of financial aid to the beneficiaries indicated on the SDC list. The SE-MFPS-RA strictly follows the instruction No. 235 “For pension and allowance payment” (GOST-Standard)  for this humanitarian action. 

Article 2

The payment of the financial aid from the Swiss Government – SDC shall be made at the postal network units, located in the area where the beneficiaries live, prepared according to the SDC list containing data on the beneficiaries (name, surname, patronymic, address).  

SDC will deliver the beneficiaries’ lists five days before the scheduled payment to the SE-MFPS-RA.

The respective post unit must deliver the respective sum to  the beneficiary’s home within ten days after reception of the beneficiaries’ list.

Article 3

When paying off the beneficiaries and making the payments the local unit  of the SE-MFPS-RA must compare the recipients’ address, passport data, Beneficiary Notice data in order to check whether the recipients data indicated in the list are identical with the data in his passport and the data on the Beneficiary Notice. Upon payment the Post Office will ensure that the payee will sign the list upon receipt, both with his signature and writing by hand the amount that he received (in full), and then the Post Office will confirm with a signature. The Post offices provide copies of these payment lists to SDC Maykop office on weekly period.

Article 4

The one fold amount to be paid to the beneficiary is RUR 9000. This sum must be fully paid to the beneficiary, without any reduction for other purposes (included any payments to the post).

Article 5

Payments by the post offices will be made according to the schedules, coordinated by the post office centers and with SDC. Payments will be made daily, except Sundays/holidays. 

Article 6

If payments can not be paid to beneficiaries, the SE-MFPS-RA shall make a final set-off (after end of the regular payment) and inform SDC. This amount  will be transferred back to the SDC account. 

Article 7

SDC transfers the money for the payments in advance according to the foreseen timeframe to the account of the SE-MFPS-RA 

№ 40502810600000000005 in “Maykopbank” 

(Corr.Account №30101810500000000704, BIC 047908704, ITN 0105005768) , Maykop branch , to the name – The State Establishment – Management of the Federal Postal Services of Adygeya Republic.

Article 8

For the performed service ( beneficiaries-payment, control and establishing payment list) SDC pays the SE-MFPS-RA an amount 1,5 % of the whole sum paid to the beneficiaries, according to the payment lists provided by the Postal Services, on a special account of the SE-MFPS-RA. The SE-MFPS-RA will prepare pro-forma invoices for these payments to SDC.

Article 9

The SE-MFPS-RA and its post units do not bear any responsibilities for errors in the documents/lists, established by SDC. 

Article 10

Any dispute concerning this Contract, which cannot be amicably settled by the contracting parties, shall be resolved by a competent Maykop court.

Article 11

This contract is a basic document for further agreements between the district subdepartmental structures of the SE-MFPS-RA.

The Contract shall enter into force on the day of its signing and expire either after the completion of all mentioned terms or the latest on the 20.05.2003.

Article 12

Any modification and amendment of the present arrangement shall be made in writing with  the consent of both parties.

Article 13

In the event of default by the SE-MFPS-RA in the fulfilment of its obligations under the present arrangement, SDC may cancel the agreement. In this case the SE-MFPS-RA have to transfer the amount, remained on the
