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Aim of the programme

· On behalf of the Swiss Government the Swiss Agency for Development and Cooperation (SDC) is implementing the Cash for Host Families Project in Aceh (CfHF Project Aceh) which is a support programme for families hosting victims of the Tsunami of December 26/2004 in Aceh. 

· SDC/CfHF Project Aceh wants to contribute towards the efforts of Host Families hosting the victims in their private premises with a cash amount. This support has to be seen as an act of Swiss solidarity with the victims of the last year disaster.

· The Indonesian Government has agreed to this project by signing a memorandum of Understanding (MoU). SDC operates in close collaboration with the local district and village authorities. The latter act as responsible partner towards the beneficiaries concerning registration, announcement and unclear cases.
· The CfHF Project Aceh is implemented in the area of the Municipality of Banda Aceh (non destroyed sub districts Jaya Baru, Kuta Alam, Syiah Kuala, Beiturrahman, Ulee Kareng, Lueng Bata, Banda Raya) and in the neighbouring sub districts of the Regency of  Banda Aceh Besar (Darul Imarah, Inging Jaya, Darussalam, Krueng Barona Jaya). Altogether the project will cover 11 sub districts (Kecamatans).
Beneficiary list of the Cash for Host Families Programme
· The registration of the beneficiary Host Families is based on data collected in March 2005 by the local authorities (Camats and Kepala Desas) in Kota Banda Aceh and Aceh Besar. The SDC data base will contain relevant data of the host families such as name, national ID number of the family head, address, number of family members, number of IPDs hosted, period of IDPs hosted.
· Hosts will become eligible beneficiaries if they are living in the designated districts in the Municipality of Kota Banda Aceh and its periphery within the Regency of Aceh Besar and fulfil the following 2 criteria:

· Criterion 1: Host Family is hosting 2 or more victims of the Dec. 26 Tsunami.

· Criterion 2: Tsunami victims have been hosted permanently during the period between beginning of January and end of March (IDPs must still stay in the premises of the host families during verification by SDC).

· SDC will verify about 10% of the listed host families by random sample and with individual visits. In case of unsatisfying quality of the registration data, SDC may reject the beneficiary list to the local authorities (Camats) for revision and completion.
· SDC together with the local administration will announce the CfHF Project Aceh publicly prior to the payment period.

· The officially approved beneficiary list, signed and stamped by SDC representative and by designated local authority representatives, will be published in the selected bank BRI branch offices and the offices of the corresponding local authorities (Kantor Camat).
· Sub district and village authorities have to install appropriate mechanisms to treat complaints. Neither SDC nor the CfHF Project Aceh will accept any complaints.
Amount of the SDC/CfHF Project Aceh contribution

· A total amount of USD 750'000 is assigned to the current phase of the CfHF Project Aceh. Each of the estimated 7'500 beneficiary host families will receive a one fold cash contribution of Rp. 900'000 (equivalent to USD 100) what means Rp. 300’000 per month (January, February, March)
The Test Payment
· The first test payments in the Kecamatan Kuta Alam serves as a control if all the mechanism of the payment procedures are running correctly will be implemented from the xx of March until the xx of April 2005. According to the valid payment list xxx beneficiaries are eligible for a one fold payment.

· If the test payments run correctly, the main payments for the remaining Kecamatans will start soon after all beneficiary lists from the selected Kecamatans are satifactory and without unclear cases and after the test payment is completed and evaluated.
Procedures concerning beneficiaries and payments

· The payments for the beneficiaries will be carried out through BRI local units. The listed beneficiaries have to prove that she/he has the right to receive the money by presenting his personal Identity card (KTP). 

· The beneficiary will receive the money only if the data on the Banks beneficiary-list coincide with the data of the Beneficiary Identity Card (ID number KTP).

SDC/CfHF Project Aceh emphasis that the implementation of the project is carried out in close cooperation with the central and local Indonesian authorities. SDC/ CfHF Project Aceh thanks to all involved authorities for the performed cooperation and services and looks forward to further cooperation until the project will be finished in the month of May 2005.
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
