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Aim of the programme

· The Swiss Agency for Development and Cooperation (SDC) is implementing the Cash for Reinstallation Programme (CfR) which is a support programme for the victims of the summer 2002 floods in the Adygeya Republic. 

· SDC/CfR wants to contribute towards the rehabilitation efforts of the victims with a cash amount. This support has to be seen as an act of Swiss solidarity with the victims of the last years disaster.

Beneficiary list of the Cash for Reinstallation Programme CFR

· The beneficiary list is a merged list of the previous lists of the Republican administration, the Rayon administrations and Settlement administrations as well as the list elaborated by EMERCOM/MES. The merged list was worked out by the SDC / CFR and contains approx. 4’800 beneficiaries. SDC/CfR followed the same criteria and definitions as applied by the Republican administration, its commissions and  EMERCOM/MES 

· The new SDC/CfR list was approved by the Republican administration (Ministry of Economics) and each concerned Rayon administration. Unclear beneficiary data were discussed in detail with the respective Rayon and Settlement administrations and jointly cleared up.

· The final list at the moment amounts to a total of approx. 4800 beneficiaries, living in over 28 settlements in four rayons (Maykopski, Schowgenowski, Koschechablski, Krasnogwardeisky) and two districts of Maykop town (Maykop and Hanskaya).

Amount of the CfR/SDC contribution

· The SDC/CfR contribution will be a one-fold lump sum payment to those individuals listed on the beneficiary list. The amount to be paid to each beneficiary amounts to RUR 9’000.

The implementation steps

· A first  round of test payments which serves as a control if all the mechanism of the payment procedures are running correctly will be implemented from the 18th of February until the 28th of February. The Rayons taken into consideration are Schowgenowski, Maykopsky and Maykop Town (approx. total 300 beneficiaries).

· If the test payments run correctly, the main payments for the remaining rayons of Koschechablski and Krasnogwardeisky will start soon after the test payments are completed and evaluated

Procedures concerning beneficiaries and payments

· The beneficiary list will be handed out to the Rayon administration on one side and to the Post Office on the other side. The Rayon administration will also receive a Beneficiary Notice for each beneficiary. 

· The Rayon administration will distribute the lists with the Beneficiary Notice to each settlement administration, whilst the Post office will distribute the lists to each local post unit. The lists will be published both on each settlement administration and each paying post office’s unit.

· Each beneficiary has to fetch his personal Beneficiary Notice, bearing his personal data and the period of payment, at the settlement’s administration.

· The payments for the beneficiaries will be carried out through the Post office’s local units: Either the postmen delivers the contribution to the beneficiary’s home or the beneficiary can get the contribution at the local post unit itself. The beneficiary has to prove that he has the right to receive the money by presenting his personal Beneficiary Notice. 

· The beneficiary will receive the money only if the data on the Postman’s beneficiary-list coincide with the data of the Beneficiary Notice and the data of the Beneficiary’s passport.

· Beneficiaries that cannot receive the compensation personally have the possibility to issue a Power of Attorney especially designed for this programme. The Power of Attorney form is available at the settlement’s administration and it must bear the signature of the original beneficiary and the identity’s data of the person assigned to receive the compensation in the name of the beneficiary.

SDC/CfR emphasis that the implementation of the programme is carried out in close cooperation with the Republican, Rayon and Settlement authorities. SDC/CfR thanks to all involved authorities for the performed cooperation and services and looks forward to further cooperation until the programme will be finished in the month of May 2003.
