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1 Aim of this document

This document shall give an overview over the results of the done project evaluation. 
The evaluation was done after last payments in the first week of June 2005. A sample of 6% or n=254 beneficiaries out of the population N=4'443 paid beneficiaries in 7 districts of Kota Banda Aceh was visited by 7 evaluation teams. With a subsample of 5% or nr=235 (out of the sample n=254) beneficiaries an interview could be executed. 

2 Results of the evaluation

The received answers were coded in order to allow a statistical analysis. The detailed „List of Variables“ is shown in the annex. The data were entered with the help of a mask (data entry form) in MS Access and then exported to the professional statistical analysis tool SPSS v.12. All statistical analysis were then made with SPSS v.12. The analysis was limited to descriptive statistics – no explorativ or analytical statistics were done.
2.1 Presense of beneficiaries to be interviewed
In the case of 248 host families the evaluation teams found the house of the beneficiary looked for. In 235 houses there was a person present to execute the interview. Therefore all results of the evaluation as presented following are based on the answers of these 235 persons, who in 42% of the cases were the heads of family, in 58% the wife or a relative of the head of family, lifing in the same house.
2.2 Hosting period and movement of Tsunami victims
About 98% of all host families started hosting Tsunami victims at the end of December 2004 or in January 2005. 97% of them lived in the same house and under the same roof with the host family. 

As observed during implementing the Cash for HostFamily Project most of the or 94% are still hosting Tsunami victims at the beginning of June 2005, for the overall situation has changed nothing considering availability of shelter and the progress of house reconstruction in Aceh up to this days. 

Nevertheless in much host families the number of hosted guests in June (average of 3,8 persons per HF) isn’t the same today as it was at the beginning (average of 4,5 persons per HF). In two third of all interviewed families some or even all of the hosted Tsunami vicitims have already left.

The Tsunami victims who already left the host families took this desicion for various reasons. A lot of them (37%) were able to return to their restablished own houses or move to another host family – may be of closer familiar relationship. Nevertheless a considerable part of 25% left to barracks or tent camps.

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2.3 Economical situation of Host Families 

A good 80% of the interviewed host families say that they actually cannot afford financially to host Tsunami victims. Despite of that, allmost all of them (97%) say that they did not had to send away Tsunami victims as a consequence of financial shortage. This can only be explained by the fact, that they could and can rely on the guests contribution. 
As Tsunami victims in fact receive food and non food emergency relief by NGOs and the Indonesian government, two third of the host families declare, that the hosted Tsunami victims contribute in one or another manner to the economy of household. Since they are entitled to receive cash from the Indonesian government since March or April 2005, some may even contribute with money to the host families economy.
Nevertheless hosting Tsunami victims has economical impact on all host families. As shown in the table below, most of them are forced to use their savings, make private debts or take other measures. The most urgent need is money (or financial liquidity) and/or food.
A considerable part of the interviewed persons did not answer this kind of questions, since talking about money in public and/or to strangers is not very common in the Indonesian society.

2.5 Registration and information of the Host Families

Most of the beneficiaries had been informed about the Cash for HostFamilies Project by their Kepala Desa (77%) and Kepala Dusun (15%), and only a few by friends, neighbours, the mosque or others. 
The registration work then was done by the Kepala Desa and the Kepala Dusun, who in general also informed the beneficiaries about the payment.

2.6 Payment and use of received cash contribution
90% of the interrogated beneficiaries had been paid in the first, 10% in the second payment period. 
In 98% of the cases it was the head of family himself withdrawing the cash contribution in the bank.
83% consider the received amount not to be enough to cover their costs of hosting and would have liked to receive more cash support. Nevertheless a 14% confirm that the received amount was enough and that they do not need any more cash support.

Half of the interviewed beneficiaries did not use all of the received cash contribution for themselves, but gave away parts of the money. Almost 20% did confirm to have used all the money exclusively for themselves – and about 23% gave a contradictory answer (with respect to a control question), so their answers were not considered doing the analysis.
90% of these who gave parts of the cash contribution away to others confirm to have done it voluntary, another 8% say that they had been forced to share the money.
