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1 Aim of a Monitoring focusing on Beneficiaries use of the cash contribution

The Swiss Government has decided to support 4600 families in the Republic of Adegeya who are victims of the floods in 2002. With this programme the Swiss Government would like to express its solidarity with the flooded families. The use of the contribution of RUR 9000.00, the equivalent of CHF 435.00 per household, is intended for the purchase of the most urgent needs after the flood, but this is basically the decision of the beneficiary.  

The purpose of the monitoring is to collect information about

1. the use of the Cash contribution by the beneficiaries and 

2. the spending pattern of the beneficiaries

3. the beneficiaries perception of the support of the local administration

This monitoring was not a verification. The collected information was evaluated internally by CfR and serves as an additional information.

2 Organization of the monitoring

The analyzed sample contains 462 beneficiary names selected on a random base from the database. These beneficiaries had to be interviewed. The monitoring was accomplished on 08.04.2003. It was necessary to re-visit some 40 beneficiaries not available during the first monitoring visit.
Based on the Monitoring Agreement and the instruction a monitoring has been mandated. The agreement between the independent Monitoring group and CfR was signed on 28.03.03, specifying conditions and instructions for the monitoring process and the responsibilities of both sides.

This monitoring team conducted the survey under the instruction given by CfR Backstopper. The monitoring group was instructed and controlled by three CfR supervisors and the CfR Project Manager. 

As it was planned from the very beginning of the monitoring process, some beneficiaries were supposed to be double-checked (first time - by the monitors and second time – by the supervisors) in order to find out whether the monitors worked according to the established rules or not and if the information which was collected by the monitoring team was correct.

The results of checking  (~17% of all monitored beneficiaries) showed that all the data collected by the monitors are correct except for some little variations e.g.:

- the beneficiary mentioned slightly different figures than at the interview;

- the beneficiary doesn’t remember exactly who spent the money.

During the checking a lot of beneficiaries mentioned that the monitors were very polite and attentive.

As during the first visit some of the beneficiaries were not at home, the monitors had to visit them again and found at home ~6%. Another 4% were again absent.

3 Use of Cash contribution by the beneficiaries

The main purpose of the monitoring was to explore the use of the Swiss financial contribution by the beneficiaries. Results should give indications to what extent the objectives of the project coincided with the given answers.

The following chart shows the main use of CfRs cash contribution. The interpretation of each category of expenditures is presented in order of their financial importance.
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3.1 House repairs

As it was presumed, the majority of beneficiaries had to repair their houses. The surveyed beneficiaries spent 53% of their compensations for various types of repairing (e.g. repairing floors, basements, house foundations, walls etc.). 

Some elderly people already had all the necessary building materials but were not able to repair anything by themselves and had to hire someone for it. That was also included in “repair” category. As a matter of fact the flood happened 9 months ago. But nevertheless a lot of houses are still in awful condition because people are not able to repair them lacking of money.

3.2 Other expenditures

This is the second important expenditure with 13%.  The category “Other” comprises roughly 80% of expenditures related to medical treatment. This is no surprise, taking into consideration that 46% of the beneficiaries are more than 60 years old. 62 % of the beneficiaries are more than 50 years old. Life expectation in Adegeya is 68.8 years (women 75 years; men 63 years).
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3.3 Furniture
The third expenditure category “Furniture” is 11%.This category also includes refrigerators, vacuum cleaners, stoves, etc. The compensations of Emercom and the Administration were principally used for reconstruction and renovation of the house. There was little money left for interior purposes – the CfR compensation was also used for furnishing. 

3.4 Food
The forth expenditure category is “Food” with 8%. Elderly people spent some of the money in order to purchase potatoes and tinned food for stock. The need for food can be explained by the fact that most of the kitchen gardens could not be utilized anymore after the floods. Mostly elderly people who depend on the kitchen garden faced problems because their stocks were exhausted.

3.5 Garden
Expenditures were also done for items summarized under the category “Garden” with 6%. In case people had some money left out of their compensation, they spend mainly money for seeds, particularly for potatoes seeds.

3.6 Clothes, Debts, Education
This other categories, “Clothes” with 4% of the expenditures, repayment of “Debts” with 4% and finally “Education” with 1 % are less important as the previous ones. In some cases families had to repay their debts back to their creditors.

3.7 Spare money and money not spent
Nearly 90% of all compensations have been spent by the beneficiaries. As a result an average family still keeps around 900 RUR. This amount is equal to an average monthly retirement pension.

It is astonishing that almost all the beneficiaries spent the financial support within a very short time (approx. 1-3 days).

3.8 Gender related pattern

Out of 462 interviewed beneficiaries, 55.4 % were men and 44.6 % women (see the following table).

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As it appeared, in most cases women are dealing with money and decide how to spend it (see
monitoring statistics). Only in case of house repair (47) men spend more money.

3.9 Summary of analysis

The categories repair, furniture and garden add up to a total of 70% of the spending. This three categories cover the range of the originally intended support. The other categories were not intended but represent the necessity of an obviously necessary need.
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4 Support of beneficiaries by others

4.1 Support by the local administration

The second purpose of the monitoring was to find out what kind of support the beneficiaries got from the authorities after the flood and in the CfR Project.

It turned out that most of the beneficiaries are satisfied with the help and support from the local authorities provided for them this year. According to the beneficiaries, previously they also had some slight floods but the authorities never paid as much attention on them. 

The majority of the beneficiaries (59%) emphasized that they received all necessary information from the local authorities about the possible ways of getting help. 47% of the beneficiaries were quite satisfied with the way they had been registered after the flood and didn’t have any complaints on that matter. Those people mentioned that the authorities did everything quickly and without reminding. Only a minority of about 5% of beneficiaries required to be helped by authorities in spending their compensations. 

About 10% of the beneficiaries got some other kind of help by the local administration. They were sending  soldiers or students to help elderly or sick people for cleaning up their houses and kitchen gardens etc.

Some people were not satisfied with the administration’s support. The main reasons for their resentment were: 

· “ I was missed in the administration list because of technical error and than I had to spend a lot of time to prove that I was affected in fact”, 

· ” The commission didn’t evaluate my losses correctly” or 

· “The amount of the compensation paid wasn’t enough for reinstallation of my losses”.

4.2 Minor attempts of organized misuse

During the monitoring process it was discovered that in the Hatukai settlement “Vega”, a private company organized a maintenance team for house repair. They proposed to beneficiaries to repair their common entrances and stairs (in two storied houses) for a very low price. Being attracted by such interesting conditions, some beneficiaries who had just received their compensations, decided to split the expenses and pay an advance to the repair team as it was stipulated. Afterwards, it turned out that in some houses (4 cases are confirmed by the administration) the repairs were not done professionally and everything started cracking again. In some other houses there was even no repairs done at all and the people from the maintenance team who took the money disappeared. 

The Hatukai settlement administration intervened and demanded from the construction company “Vega” that the affected beneficiaries had to receive building material in the value of the compensation. The beneficiaries agreed with this solution and they were so fully compensated. 

5 Final conclusions and comments

- The monitoring confirmed that the CfR-compensation was adequate and very useful. Only two cases of mislead compensation by (entitled) beneficiaries were reported (compensation invested in alcohol).

· The major part of the compensation was invested in house repairs (53 %) and furnishing (11 %). This coincides with SDC’s expectations formulated during the assessments carried out (Assessment mission September 2002 and Start-up mission November 2002).

· 90 % of the received money was spent within three days. This shows the urgent needs that the beneficiaries had to satisfy. It is also to be seen within the context of economical stagnation in the Republic of Adegeya, high unemployment rates and a chronically lack of income of private households. 

· Gender: The money was almost evenly spent by men (48%) and women (52 %); a significant difference can be found in the categories of “Repairs” where men are prevailing, whilst in the other categories women spent more.

Despite of all the financial support previously by the local government and through the Swiss contribution the overall economic situation makes it very difficult to solve all additional problems caused by the flood. Monitoring Implementation Step by Step
