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Cash for Host Families Project in Aceh (CfHF) successfully completed

The CfHF project implemented by the Swiss Agency for Development and Cooperation (SDC) on behalf of the Swiss Government has been successfully completed. The project was aiming at supporting a maximum of 7’500 families hosting victims of the Tsunami of December 26, 2004 in their private premises with a total cash amount of US$ 750’000. This support has to be seen as an act of Swiss solidarity with the victims of the last year disaster and will help to alleviate the burden of increased costs for hosting the victims.

The CfHF was implemented in 7 Kecamatan of the Municipality of Banda Aceh and in 4 directly neighbouring Kecamatan of the Regency of Aceh Besar. 

The Indonesian Government had agreed to this project by signing a Memorandum of Understanding in Jakarta on February 2005.
The beneficiaries of the CfHF project

A total of 7’239 host families received during the last weeks the amount of US$ 100,- (IDR 900’000) each as a retroactive one fold payment. These Beneficiaries have been selected and defined eligible based on the received registration data of the local authorities (Camat and Kepala Desa).

Host Families became eligible beneficiaries if they are living in the defined Kecamatan in Kota Banda Aceh and its periphery within Aceh Besar and had been hosting at least 2 Tsunami victims permanently between beginning of January and end of March 2005. 
As in fact the average supported Host Family hosted 6 Tsunami victims in its premise, a total number of 42’600 Tsunami victims as indirect beneficiaries have been reached by the CfHF project.
Cooperation partners in Aceh

The CfHF project was cooperating closely with the local district and village authorities in Kota Banda Aceh and Aceh Besar as responsible partners towards the beneficiaries concerning the registration of the host families.

Unclear cases and complaints have been clarified jointly between the Indonesian local administration and the management of the CfHF project.

The payments have been successfully done by the Bank Rakjat Indonesia (BRI) based on the approved lists of the CfHF project. This lists had been hanged out in publicity at the corresponding Bank BRI local branches of Kota Banda Aceh and Aceh Besar.

Additional support to the local administration

As a gratitude for the successful cooperation the CfHF project is donating the amount of IDR 10 Millions to the administration of each involved Kecamatan. This amount is earmarked to be used for office equipment and consumption. 
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
